He taught at High School level from 1983 until 1988 when he joined Illovo Sugar Ltd. (formerly C.G. Smith Sugar).    
 
Starting his career in the private sector in the Training and Development field, he moved into the generalist Human Resources 
arena and filled the role of Human Resources Manager at two of Illovo‟s operating entities.
